Honoring the Life and Legacy of
Coach Mike Johnston
February 23, 2026

WHEREAS, Coach Mike Johnston, a revered educator, mentor, and leader, devoted his life to shaping young
people and strengthening the Katy community through his unwavering commitment to excellence, character, and
service; and

WHEREAS, Coach Johnston served as Head Football Coach and Campus Athletic Coordinator at Katy High
School from 1982 until his retirement in 2003, providing leadership and oversight for all Katy High School athletic
programs while establishing a culture of accountability and achievement across every sport; and

WHEREAS, Coach Johnston championed the philosophy “When excellence becomes tradition, greatness has no
limits”, a guiding principle that became the foundation of Katy High School Athletics and reflects his belief that
excellence is not a moment, but a continuous standard embraced by students and coaches alike; and

WHEREAS, during his 22-year tenure as Head Football Coach, Coach Johnston guided the Katy Tigers to 200
victories, 13 district championships, five state championship game appearances, and three Texas State Football
Championships, restoring a program that had not seen a district title since 1964 and ending a 23-year playoff drought
in 1986; and

WHEREAS, Coach Johnston’s influence extended far beyond wins and titles, as he instilled discipline,
accountability, teamwork, and perseverance in countless student-athletes across all athletic programs, preparing
them for success both on and off the field; and

WHEREAS, his leadership ignited a sense of pride throughout Katy, uniting families and neighborhoods, filling
stadiums with a “sea of red,” and creating a tradition where Friday nights—and athletic events of all kinds—brought
the entire community together; and

WHEREAS, Coach Johnston’s distinguished career earned him numerous accolades, including multiple Coach of
the Year honors, service as President of the Texas High School Coaches Association, induction into the THSCA
Balfour Hall of Honor, recognition as one of the Top 50 Texas Football Coaches of the First Fifty Years, and
selection as a Gridiron Legend; and

WHEREAS, in recognition of his lasting contributions, Katy Independent School District honored him in 2017 by
naming Mike Johnston Field at Legacy Stadium, a tribute befitting a man whose humility matched his achievements;
and

WHEREAS, Coach Mike Johnston’s legacy continues through the generations of students, athletes, educators, and
citizens whose lives he touched and inspired through his leadership and unwavering commitment to excellence;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, that the Mayor and City Council of the City of Katy do hereby
honor and remember Coach Mike Johnston for his extraordinary service, leadership, and lasting impact on Katy
High School athletics and the community at large, and extend heartfelt condolences to his family, friends, former
players, and all who were privileged to know him.
